Jack Traynor Miracle July 1923 - An Invitation from the Archbishop:

“Though the official declaration of the miracle has come a century after the cure, it is still a significant moment
for the Archdiocese of Liverpool. We will, therefore, have a special Mass of Thanksgiving to be celebrated on
Tuesday 18th February 2025 at the Metropolitan Cathedral of Christ the King, Liverpool, at 7 p.m. A drinks
reception will follow in the Cathedral Crypt. It will be an opportunity for people from across the Archdiocese and
beyond, including representatives from the shrine at Lourdes, to gather in Liverpool to mark this historic moment,
and to heed the call of Pope Francis in this Jubilee Year to be “pilgrims of hope”.

I wish to invite you personally to participate in this celebration of Holy Mass, and hope that you will be able to join
us in celebrating this joyful event.”
